The van sponsored by our club at the Maritime Gig 
last Saturday and Sunday invited attendees to step inside 
to learn something valuable about their health. Five sta-
tions inside the van offered simple tests about important 
elements of personal health—elements that are the focus 
of Lions work all over the world.  

At the first station, a simple blood test showed if 
diabetes was a risk: at the second a vision test found out 
if glasses were needed; at the third, a sophisticated ma-
chine tested the eye’s surface tension to learn if glau-
coma was likely; at the fourth  we tested blood pressure 
and pulse rate to find if they fell within the recom-
mended range; at the fifth, we tested hearing.  

Most of the visitors fell within the normal range, but 
a few needed to be told they had better see a doctor for a 
professional evaluation. The driver and his wife, the per-
manent crew for the van’s operations who have done 
scores of visits to towns and schools all across the state, 
tell of discovering conditions  that turned out to be much 
more dangerous than the person being tested had any 
idea. 

We also met several people who were very inter-
ested in the Lions Club of Gig Harbor and the work it is 
doing. We can hope to see some new faces at our meet-
ings in the near future.
